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RESOLUTION NO. 2004-5

A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
HUNTINGTON PARK, CALIFORNIA, MODIFYING THE
COMPENSATION OF COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT
COMMISSION MEMBERS

WHEREAS, Section 34130(a) of the Health and Safety Code provides that the legislative
body shall establish the compensation for the City of Huntington Park Community Development

Commission (“CDC”) Members; and

WHEREAS, in Resolution No. 99-56, adopted on September 7, 1999, the City Council

of the City of Huntington Park (“City Council”) established such compensation; and

WHEREAS, the City of Huntington Park has expanded its redevelopment project area
with the creation and establishment of the Neighborhood Preservation Redevelopment Project
Area adopted in July 2003 which increased the redevelopment area and related CDC commission

responsibitities by 111%; and

WHEREAS, CDC member involvement has increased to address existing and future

budgeting related to redevelopment activities within the city; and

WHEREAS, CDC members now have greater responsibilities due to the creation of the
Economic Development Program, which requires CDC members to market and promote the City
of Huntington Park and attend conventions in order to attract major national retailers to the City]

of Huntington Park; and

WHEREAS, the scale of projects under the CDC have increased by 516%, since thel

formation of the CDC; and
